Revelation 1

can be seen everywhere. The early church faced its own set of 
fears, so God gave a Revelation to help them see from God’s 
perspective. Despite what we see, this is what is most true: God 
is sitting on heaven’s throne. Nothing happens in this world that 
is beyond his sovereign control. Jesus will come again to set the 
world right and make all things new. This reality gives us courage 
to live as a people of HOPE! 

As we begin this new series on the book of Revelation, Pastor 
Kurt Bush will explore with us chapter one, where we discover 
the foundation of our hope: a powerful picture of who Jesus 
is.  Contrary to so many cultural images of Jesus as “meek and 
mild,” we encounter a risen Savior and Lord who is all powerful 
and yet tender in his mercy.
