Unveiled Hope: The Hope of Purposeful Suffering
Revelation 6:1-17 & 7:9-8:1

It’s easy to be overcome by fear. Disease, loss, and uncertainty 
can be seen everywhere. The early church faced its own set of 
fears, so God gave a Revelation to help them see from God’s 
perspective. Despite what we see, this is what is most true: God 
is sitting on heaven’s throne. Nothing happens in this world that 
is beyond his sovereign control. Jesus will come again to set the 
world right and make all things new. This reality gives us courage 
to live as a people of HOPE! 

We live in a world where pain and suffering are a reality. And we 
ask questions like “Where is God in our suffering?” and “Why do 
bad things happen,?” The Bible doesn’t give us all the answers 
to the “Why?” questions. But it does give us the promise of a 
Good Shepherd who can sustainsus in the midst of our suffering 
and lead us to the waters of life. We can have the assurance that 
our own suffering is part of a much bigger story that is stilling 
unfolding—a God story of redemption. Today, Pastor Brian 
Keepers will explore with us how we can find hope and purpose 
in our suffering.
