FALL 2021 DISCIPLESHIP PATHWAYS
ROOTED: Rooted is a small group community experience where people 
practice seven rhythms essential to a healthy relationship with Jesus. Rooted 
is for those ready to engage the foundations of following Jesus as disciple, 
for new members and for those ready to engage an initial Trinity group 
experience. Participants engage and reflect on daily Scripture, readings and 
questions, coming together to share within their group what God is show-
ing them.
