The Old Testament book of Nehemiah is a story about God's
faithfulness to bring His people, Israel, home after a long period
of exile. God calls two key leaders, Nehemiah and the priest
Ezra, to rebuild the holy temple and the wall of Jerusalem, which
lay in ruins. Even more importantly, these two leaders are called
to join God in rebuilding a holy people—a covenant community
that remembers who and whose they are, as well as their calling
to be a light to the nations. So, as the body of Christ we are
called to rise up and join God's work of building for His king-
dom. Ultimately, God is building us into a kihgdom people for
His glory and for the sake of the world.

“Re:membered”

God'’s faithfulness and our waywardness. In a nutshell, that's
what chapters 9 and 10 discuss in the book of Nehemiah. Today
as Pastor Ben Vos explores these chapers, we'll see God's
people accept His favor, then forget all about Him and do what
they please.

The same can be said of our lives: time and time
again we find ourselves returning to our old ways, neglecting the
favor of God, and forgetting His faithfulness.

The ceremony helps God's people remember their heritage, and
it also re-members God's people to each other and to God.
